JANET’S LAW

EMERGENCY ACTION PLAN REQUIREMENTS
· A copy of the current Cardiac Death in Young Athletes pamphlet must be available on your website
· Every school must have an AED (automated external defibrillator) in an unlocked clearly marked location with an identifying sign 

· The AED must be accessible during the school day and any other time a school sponsored athletic event or team practice is taking place in which pupils of the school are participating

· The AED must be in reasonable proximity of the athletic venue or a portable unit should be taken to the field or gymnasium

· A list, as well as contact information of 5 school employees, team coaches or licensed athletic trainers who hold current certifications from the American Red Cross, American Heart Association or other recognized training programs, is to be available.  This list must be updated once a semester and copies provide to each coach
Sport/Team Specific Plan

·  Indicate the location of the AED that is to be used for each team 
· Each team must list 1 preferably 2 individuals available on a consistent basis trained in CPR and the use of the AED

· A State-Certified Emergency Services Provider or First Responder present on site will meet the necessary requirements

· Identify the person to use the AED

· Identify the individual responsible for calling 911

· Explain how the AED will be retrieved

· Identify who will assist emergency responders in locating the field

· Indicate how the remainder of the team will be supervised and who will be the responsible person for the supervision 

NB:  The use of an AED during the school day will be in accordance with the school’s crisis plan
